2. Phase 2 of the Tokyo Statation Yaesu Entrance Development Project 

 Outline of Facilities 
We are collaborating with a consortium of contracting companies(*1) in pushing ahead with the 
Tokyo Station Yaesu Area Development Project, with the objective of making the Yaesu district the 
public face of Tokyo, our capital city, and a focal point of our international metropolis. Work is in 
progress on the creation of a new urban space that incorporates concern for the environment 
through such measures as “green” wall surfaces and the use of rainwater to irrigate trees and 
plants.
